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Winning with Success: Discussing Contemporary Social Issues

Winning with Success: Discussing Contemporary Social Issues is a textbook intended
for learners of Chinese speaking at CEFR B1 (TOCFL Level 3/ ACTFL Intermediate
High). The teaching length is one semester, 18 weeks total, about 2-3 hours of class per
week. The purpose of teaching is to develop the learner’s language proficiency level to
CEFR B2-C1 (TOCFL Level 4-Level 5/ ACTFL Advanced Low-Advanced High)
through exploring contemporary social issues.The textbook has eight lessons, with the
following topics as their contents: multilingual education, gender equality, women’s
status, and power, climate change and natural disasters, economic development and
disease, mental health and civilization, Internet security, and e-commerce. Its spirit and
goals are to follow the United Nations’ Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and
universal values, draw lessons from current social and world issues, and provide the
learner with cross-cultural, cross-regional, cross-disciplinary materials. It covers the
past and the present and remains close to our living environment, hoping to improve
the learner’s speaking proficiency and narrative thinking and help them establish global
citizenship education and accomplish the mission of “traveling to countries with
languages and achieving success.” Its topics meet clear international indicators; its texts
have an aspect of implicit connection with glocalization that imperceptibly influences
the learner and enables them to understand the development of contemporary topics.

The basic structure of each lesson includes a total of 12 items: learning objectives,
preliminary oral questions, mind maps, text, basic vocabulary, advanced vocabulary,
word-level distribution, grammatical structures and expressions, comprehension
assessment, same-pattern sentence making, topic expressions, and narrative
expressions. The aim is to establish critical thinking and human care through text
discussions, written reports, speeches, and conflictual topics, to promote understanding,
communication, and mutual assistance and cooperation, and to strengthen the thinking
of “having substance in speech and perseverance in action.”

The topics of the textbook are centered on the SDGs but cannot cover all the
details of them. Some topics in the textbook (gender equality and women’s status and
power) are more restricted to learners with particular backgrounds (European and
American countries) and fail to attend to country-specific design at the same time. The
rest of the topics make no distinction between fields, go beyond countries, religions,
and races, and start from conscience and reason, the shared values of humans. Secondly,
though the textbook focuses on oral expressions, it in fact also has functions for reading
and writing. Especially the “narrative expressions” after each lesson's text can be used

flexibly as contexts for writing.
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Textbook Guide

1. First Page of the Lesson: This section uses images to demonstrate which key points
in the 17 indicators of the SDGs the text meet.

2. Learning Objectives: The learner mainly follows the three learning domains in
Bloom’s taxonomy, using cognitive, psychomotor, and affective verbs to narrate or
explain. This section is convenient for the teacher and the learner to anticipate the
final state of learning in the course.

3. Preliminary Oral Questions: This section is mainly used as a previous warm-up that
connects the text, which leads to classroom participation and learning rates and
ensures that the learner is well prepared before class. The teacher can bring the old
to the new by operating simple language tasks, helping the learner recall and review,
and introducing relevant information with the grammatical rules that have been
taught. This will build confidence, familiarity, and a sense of security in the learner
and thus help improve participation in the course.

4. Mind Maps: With an organized visualization, this section constructs the main points
in the text to help the learner analyze and remember. It takes various topics as its
centers and connects related words, concepts, and tasks in a series. This makes it easy
for the teacher and the learner to brainstorm, communicate, and propose ideas. It also
enables the learner to establish an organized overview and improve their pragmatic
competence frameworks in speaking, reading, or writing.

5. Text: The standard word number of the text is set around 600 characters in both
traditional Chinese and simplified Chinese. New words and grammar rules are
marked red and green respectively; some proper nouns (names of persons, names of
institutions, etc.) are attached with foreign names. At the same time, the method of
annotation is used to provide the learner and the teacher with the argument bases of
the text for further verification and understanding. The core thoughts of the text are
built within the scopes of multiculturalism, peace education, human rights, and
sustainable development. They are based on local and regional qualities and also
consider global qualities. The content will turn the learner into a global citizen that
integrates thinking, understanding, solving, and acting and shoulders rights and
responsibilities. The following six items are derived from the text:

A. Basic Vocabulary: Words below TBCL Level 4 / TOCFL Level 3, in both
traditional Chinese and simplified Chinese, attached with their parts of speech,
meanings, and word levels in the text.

B. Advanced Vocabulary: Words of TBCL level 4 / TOCFL Level 3 and above, in
both traditional Chinese and simplified Chinese, attached with their parts of

speech, meanings, and word levels in the text.



C. Word Level Distribution: The words of the text are classified according to the
“Word Level Table” of the National Academy for Educational Research’s
Taiwan Benchmarks for the Chinese Language (TBCL) and compared with
ATCFL’s oral proficiency levels. The words below TBCL Level 4 / TOCFL
Level 3 are controlled to 50%-60% of the full text so as to establish a sense of
achievement for the learner. As for the rest of the words, words of TBCL Levels
4 and 5 account for around 30%-40%,and words of TBCL Levels 6 and 7 around
10%-20%. The word levels are also presented with a visualized pie chart,
allowing the learner to know the text’s readability at a glance.

D. Grammatical Structures and Expressions: This section includes three items:
sentence patterns, example sentences, and grammatical levels. The sentence
patterns, mainly those of structured complex sentences, guide the learner on
cohesion and coherence of discourses and establish their narrative ability of
forming sentences, paragraphs, and articles. The words used in making example
sentences are controlled below TBCL level 4 to avoid the learning burden
caused when new words are added. Grammar uses, basically pragmatic
functions, are explained in English. The grammar levels are labeled according
to the TBCL Grammatical Rule Classification Standard Retrieval System; the
labeled grammatical rules are not within the scope of TBCL.

E. Comprehension Assessment: This section contains approximately five questions
per lesson, made by extracting important concepts from every paragraph of the
text. Yes-no questions are used to check the learner’s understanding of the
meaning of the text and to strengthen their memory. At the same time, the
teacher can help correct the wrong options and guide the learner to restate and
explain the suitable options.

F. Same-Pattern Sentence Making: This section contains approximately 5-8 exercises
per lesson, created with the grammatical rules in the “Grammatical Structures
and Expressions” or the text. The sentence makes used to check the learner’s
ability to rearrange sentences and understand sentence structures. The example
sentences also consist of words below TBCL Level 4 / TOCFL Level 3.

6. Topic Expressions: Based on the SW1H questioning framework, this section guides
the learner to discourse on questions intellectually and makes them extend the topics.
The teacher can guide the learner to talk about a question’s times and processes,
occasions and spaces, characters and relationships, purposes and explanations, events
and contents, and solutions and suggestions, thereby extending various topics related
to the text. This section is suitable for use after class: the teacher can use group
discussions, group debates (reports), task implementations, and personal statements

to make the learner try different exercises.
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7. Narrative Expressions: With intuitive pictures, this section lets the learner first
carefully understand the relationships, causes and effects, events, characters,
locations, times, etc. of the pictures and then extract various details from them. The
teacher can make the learner observe the pictures and jot down various details within
a limited time so as to facilitate subsequent narrations and flashbacks. The narration
should include an overall summary, detailed description, topic extension, and a
conclusion; the flashback should contain a conclusion, reasons, examples, and
echoes. Different sentence patterns are provided in every stage to trigger the ability
to make coherent and cohesive sentences and paragraphs and form articles. This
section is suitable as an assessment of the learner’s writing.

8. Student Learning Results:

A. Learning 300-400 words in a semester. Able to extract important social
information from the texts. Able to communicate in written and oral Chinese on
SDGs issues.

B. Able to communicate on daily and general or specific social issues, with or without
the aid of physical or other non-verbal expressions. Able to express coherent
views and opinions. Able to understand the communication strategies in
language communication.

C. Embodying diversity: Making the teaching present an appearance of cooperative
learning and independent learning through different types of exercises and
discussions in the textbook and having an extensive recognition and cross-
cultural understanding of contemporary social issues.

D. Able to ask questions effectively and answer clearly. Able to expound on what has

been learned.



Learning Effectiveness Assessment for Reference

Since the textbook is designed for intermediate, advanced, and above learners,

the learner has a certain level of language proficiency. A standard of criterion-

referenced evaluation is created beforehand, whose details for each language skill are

as follows:
